
rof. Charles Sih will pack
away his lecture notes next
January, ending a distin-
guished 40-year teaching

and research career at the UW School of
Pharmacy. Sih, who is the School of
Pharmacy’s Frederick B. Power and
Hilldale Professor of Pharmaceutical
Chemistry, came to Madison in 1960 as
the Professor of Pharmacognosy (herbal
drugs). At time he was the only faculty
member in the biological sciences and
there were just 60 undergrads in each
pharmacy class. “I was hired to develop
the biological sciences at the School of
Pharmacy,” Sih says.

The School, the curriculum, and class
size have all grown considerably since
those days. Three faculty now teach
basic biological sciences to the School’s
more than 400 pharmacy students. The
explosion of knowledge in the field and
the all-PharmD curriculum have changed
the teaching process considerably.

“The students are much more
demanding today. They have to take
more difficult classes and they are much
busier,” says Sih. “As a result they have
less time to devote to one course and
the teachers have to explain better.” 
He notes that he spends more time
preparing lectures and tries to explain in
more detail.

It is no longer possible to teach the
whole field of biological chemistry, Sih
says, so he strives to find the best illus-
trations and to focus on helping students
learn to think on their own. “If they’re out
in a rural area and they run into a prob-
lem they have never seen, how will they
figure it out?” says Sih. “I try to prepare
them to learn and do problem solving on
their own.”
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Prof. Charles Sih leaves legacy enroute to retirement
A research career in hormones
and enzymes
In his research career Prof. Sih has
made a significant impact on the field of
medicinal and natural products chem-
istry and has garnered awards and
recognition from around the globe. He
pioneered the use of enzymes and
microorganisms in synthesizing organic
compounds.

His earliest work involved finding a
way to use fermentation to produce
steroid hormones (estrogen and testos-
terone) from cholesterol and B-sitosterol
which are inexpensive and widely avail-
able. The process is cheaper and more
environmentally friendly than chemical
synthesis which requires caustic chemi-
cals and solvents. 

The work earned him the prestigious
Roussel Prize in Steroid Chemistry in
1980. It is now used by pharmaceutical
firms around the world for manufacturing
steroid hormones. In related research,
Sih developed new strategies for trans-
forming animal and plant sterols into key
ingredients of oral contraceptives.

As an interesting (and frustrating) side-
light to this revolutionary research, Sih
notes that the patent on the process
lapsed before industries could bring
products to market. It was impossible at
the time for the University to license the
patent to a commercial manufacturer.
There were restrictions because it was
developed under federally funded
research. Attorneys with the Wisconsin
Alumni Research Foundation used Sih’s
patent experience to successfully argue
for change. UW became the first univer-
sity in the country to have an institutional
agreement with the National Institute of
Health permitting licensing of research
based patents.

Current research projects include one
addressing how thyroid hormones are
formed in the gland. This evolved when
Sih recognized that his lab’s research
data was inconsistent with the mecha-
nism proposed more than 50 years ago.
“If we know how the process really
works we can devise more effective
agents to control levels of thyroxin much
better,” says Sih. In humans, too much
thyroxin can cause goiter while too little
produces hypothyroidism. 

Another effort involves synthesizing
cryptophycins, potent anti-cancer agents
initially isolated from marine sponges.
The compound is in early Stage 3
human research trials. Some of the
analogs they have synthesized are both
more potent and more stable than the
natural substance. These processes will
help make the substance more effective
and more readily available for medical
treatments.

We remain indebted to
those pharmacies and pharmacists willing
to act as role models for our students.

Wisconsin has been very fortunate
through the years to have such excellent
preceptors who are willing to do more
than the minimum. Many other schools of
pharmacy envy the quality and quantity of
Wisconsin’s pool of pharmacists. We
cannot thank you enough for your assis-
tance in our academic program. We will
be evaluating the program extensively in
the coming year and would appreciate
hearing about your experiences with the
new breed of students from the University
of Wisconsin School of Pharmacy.

Dr. Sih will hang up his lab coat for good
in about two years when research fund-
ing for these projects ends. He is looking
forward to playing tennis and golf, travel-
ing and working in the garden, and
spending more time with his grandchil-
dren. He and his wife expect to stay in
Madison, but plan to visit their son in
San Diego—in the winter, of course.

“This is an exciting time in my field,”
says Sih. “Instrumentation is so good
now, you can gather data much faster.
Also there is a lot more collaborative
work between scientists.” He is antici-
pating significant benefits from the Phar-
macy School’s move to the new building. 

“Pharmacy will become the chemical
component of the Medical School,” he
says. “We will also have a unique oppor-
tunity to interact with the Waisman
Center.” It will be important to maintain
close ties with the Chemistry Depart-
ment too, he says, noting that it’s a
“mutually beneficial association.”

Considering Charles Sih’s more than
180 published articles, 200 invited lec-
tures, and numerous major awards, his
association with the School of Pharmacy
and the field of medicinal chemistry has
also been “mutually beneficial.” His
career and contributions will be recog-
nized, in part, by a Pharmaceutical
Sciences Symposium held November
11, 2000 in his honor at the University of
Wisconsin School of Pharmacy.
